While also tackling other issues, both the ChamberÕs Economic Development and
Public Policy CommitteesÕrecent discussion has centered on what can actually be
accomplished in this year of political transition.  Both committees have decided

to focus on increasing awareness of the economic development and infra-
structure needs of Sussex County and our service area.  We are attacking this
from several angles.

First, by supporting passage of House Bill 383 which seeks to clar ify and
change the composition of the Council on Development Finance. This influ-
ential council advises DEDO on where and how to spend economic development
dollars.  Presently there is only one Sussex representative on this nine-member

council.  HB 383 would ensure equal representation.  The committees are also research-
ing other statewide committees with Governor-appointed members to ensure they
include Sussex representation when new appointments are made.

Second, the Economic Development and Public Policy Committees are work-
ing with the Greater Georgetown Chamber of Commerce and the Southeastern
Sussex Democratic Club to plan a mid-summer debate between Democratic
gubernator ial candidates Lt. Governor John Carney and State Treasurer

Jack Markell. This debate will focus solely on economic development in Sussex
County, demonstrating that this countyÕsneeds are an election issue.  By helping to plan
the debate we ensure that our members and leadership are included in the event.

Third, as part of our strategic plan for the year this Chamber has served as a
catalyst for a county-wide economic development committee now known as
the Sussex Economic Development Action Committee (SEDAC).
Comprised of business, chamber of commerce and town leaders across the

county, SEDAC has met several times in the past few months.  The groupÕs first action
was to strongly urge County Council to reactivate the Office of Economic Development
and hire a director.  We are very pleased to announce that funding for this office and
position are included in the CountyÕs draft fiscal year 2009 budget, and the job has
already been posted.

All these efforts are designed to provide a firm foundation for ensuring our area gets
serious, strong support from county and state officials now and in the future. For more
information about any of these initiatives contact Karen McGrath at 539-2100 x14 or
karenm@bethany-fenwick.org.
